NEW COURSE IN DATA ANALYTICS

In the SPRING SEMESTER 2019 the Accounting & Information Systems Department will be offering a special three-credit course in Data Analytics in Accounting on a trial-basis taught by Dr. Solieri. The course will be on Wednesdays from 6:30 to 9:20 in one of the computer labs in Powdermaker Hall. The course size will be limited to no more than 30 students. 

The Journal of Accountancy has called Data Analytics the “Next Frontier” in Accounting (August 01, 2016) 
“Meanwhile, mastery of data analytics can help businesses generate a higher profit margin and gain a meaningful competitive advantage. Some experts even predict that companies ignoring data analytics may be forced out of business in the long run. As data analytics is an area where change may occur more quickly than companies or CPAs may adapt, change management concepts should be considered to take advantage of the opportunities data analytics can bring.” 
The course will utilize various Data Analytic Tools. The emphasis will be on hands-on learning by completing projects in the classroom and on your own to develop the Data Analytic skills valued by employers. The course will de-emphasize traditional teaching methods (lectures, quizzes and formal testing). Grades will be developed from assignments, projects, and personalized growth of the student’s skills in Data Analytics. 

Pre-Requisites: Students should have completed or be in the process of completing ACC 202.
