Are you currently working?  If so, where?

If you are currently working, is it in a youth services position?

Is the existence of the certificate is one of the reasons you enrolled in GSLIS?  If it was a reason, how important was it

Do you feel that the certificate adequately prepared you for an entry-level public library youth services position? If not, please share your concerns with us.

Did the certificate adequately prepared you for passing a civil service test (if relevant) for an entry-level public library youth services position? If not, please tell us why not.

Did you encounter any particular problems in getting the certificate? If so, can you tell us what they were?

If the certificate could be revised in any way, what would you suggest be added or subtracted from its requirements? It has been suggested, for example, that an internship in a youth department be added as a requirement.
