“These Fragments”: Bits & Bytes and the Shaping of 21st Century Cultural and Historical Historical Spaces.   
Rationale for why the course is needed.

This course does not intend to further a perspective of history and various discourses of historiography that privilages the archive.  In fact, the course assumes the historical position that such archivally oriented discourse is limited and looks deep into the history the archive itself rather than anticipate the tremendous opportunity for revaluation of  how cultural and historical traditions are shaped and transmitted in within 21st century digital matrices.
Put another way, this course not only addresses but allows for a freedom of inquiry and experimentation in shaping spaces of history that combine (or, at the very least blur distinctions) among libraries, archives, museums and (what are often referred to as) institutions of social memory.
To-date Curricula (certainly as structured across the United States) has largely fractured between concern for the migration of materiality (Books, Manuscripts, Photographs etc.) and the preservation of materials that are “born digital.”  
What is required is a course that address the design, curation and access to points of newly curated history that combines born digital with the migration of older evidences into a unified point historical discourse.  Further, many of these new points of historiocity are becoming vital points of ingest (places for the composition of historical models) and  points of egris that inform evolving 21st century political and social movements. 
At present, this course is especially desirable because our program, students, and alumni are now (and increasingly) regarded within a global community as being leaders in the design of digital curated points of history.  And, this course, will harness their expertise and continued progress in this area by including a breadth of hands-on workshops as well as requiring field-work contributing to one of our programs on-going projects.

By combining an intellectual and historical framework within which to workshop the design and experimentation of new memory projects with additional exposure to proven and tested projects students are expected to “take away” marketable projects and experiences.

What is the impact of this new course on other courses in the curriculum?

My view is the impact is one of addition and advancement.  We of courses offer classes in design and evaluation of a breadth of digital spaces as well as in the migration of (at present) visual evidences into digital environments.  It is my intention that this course would advance and bring together various aspects of GSLIS curriculum.
