Please note the current requirements for Florida public health nutrition professionals: 
· Health Educators L2 (Nutrition educator) positions require a bachelor’s degree in nutrition or dietetics but are not required to be licensed.  
· Public Health Nutritionists are required to be licensed as a dietitian/nutritionist in the State of Florida.  Public Health Nutritionists with advanced degrees and/or experience in public health nutrition may be eligible for higher-level positions.

Please note: job openings are generally for applicants who are seeking full-time, career service (not temporary) positions.

Nutrition educators may be eligible to apply for the Florida WIC dietetic internship after at least one year of continuous employment in the Florida WIC program.  The intern is required to work an additional 18 months for the Florida WIC Program following the internship.  For more information about the Florida dietetic internship, see http://pasco.floridahealth.gov/programs-and-services/clinical-and-nutrition-services/dietetic-internship/index.html. 

Applicants must complete a 900-hour preplanned supervised experience (like a dietetic internship), and pass the RD exam before they are eligible for a nutritionist position.
