DACA lives! A federal judge ordered the Department of Homeland Security to restore the full Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals program. U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services has confirmed that it is abiding by the court decision. Read about that here: https://www.dhs.gov/news/2020/12/07/update-deferred-action-childhood-arrivals.
Since President Trump tried to end the program on September 5, 2017, DHS has refused to accept new applications, allowing only renewals and reinstatement. The court ruling means that qualified individuals who turned 15 after that date – you need to be at least 15 to apply – and others who never applied can submit applications now. The judge also ruled that those with only one-year DACA, a limit placed on DACA-holders by President Trump, will get two-year DACA status without reapplying. 
You may request DACA if you:
1. Were under the age of 31 as of June 15, 2012;
2. Came to the United States before reaching your 16th birthday;
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Have continuously resided in the United States since June 15, 2007, up to the present time;
4. Were physically present in the United States on June 15, 2012, and at the time of making your request for consideration of deferred action with USCIS;
5. Had no lawful status on June 15, 2012;
6. Are currently in school, have graduated or obtained a certificate of completion from high school, have obtained a general education development (GED) certificate, or are an honorably discharged veteran of the Coast Guard or Armed Forces of the United States; and
7. Have not been convicted of a felony, significant misdemeanor, or three or more other misdemeanors, and do not otherwise pose a threat to national security or public safety.
