B. Announcements by Mrs. Weinman 
1) Fingerprinting:  All SEYS students will need to be fingerprinted to observe in schools.  It is recommended you do this as early as possible.  Follow instructions on the Fingerprinting handout sent via email by the Field Placement Office when appropriate.
2) Duplicate Credit Warning:  It has come to our attention that some students have credit (AP credit, transfer credit, QC credit, QSI credit, etc.) for two or more math courses that cover some of the same content.  For example, a student might have AP credit for M151 but then enroll in M141 when they start TIME 2000.  It is critical to note that your transcript might show credit for both courses but you will NOT receive credit for both courses when it comes time to graduate.  That means you must subtract the duplicate credit yourself even though CUNYfirst shows both credits.  The registrar or math department will review your transcript during your final semester.  At that point, you don’t want to learn that you do not have enough credits to graduate.  So YOU must monitor this situation.  Contact the math chair, Professor Sultan, if you wish to review your transcript with him.
3) All TIME 2000 students are required to have an e-mail address.  If you do not yet have an e-mail address and/or do not have access to your CUNYfirst account, please email Alyssa at Alyssa.Figueroa@qc.cuny.edu or visit http://www.qc.cuny.edu/Computing/Pages/Office365.aspx.  Notify the TIME 2000 office of your e-mail address and any change in your contact information. 
4) SharePoint:  https://myqc.qc.cuny.edu/apps/time2k. The easiest way to get to the SharePoint page is through the link on our website. Go to time2000.qc.cuny.edu, and look at the “Related Links” on the right side of the page. Click on “Sharepoint.” a) Students log in with instr\username (note: use the slash above the "enter" key and your username which is your QC email address without “@qc.cuny.edu”).  TIME 2000 announcements can be viewed at this site.  Email Alyssa at Alyssa.Figueroa@qc.cuny.edu if you need assistance.  b) After you log in, set “Alerts” so that you receive emails regarding updates. Near the top right, click on “Welcome (your name).” Choose “My Settings.” Then choose “My Alerts” followed by “Add Alert.” Each Alert you choose must be added one at a time. Recommended alerts are Announcements and Shared Documents. On the “next” screen, choose the frequency of notices you will receive in the last section.

17) Reminder:  To retain scholarship in the program, you must attend all seminars, attend events (trips, conferences, etc.), submit all assigned journals, a portfolio, and other assigned projects, and maintain satisfactory grades in all TIME 2000 prescribed courses.  
a) SEYS Student Teaching Requirements:  Math G.P.A. ≥ 2.75 and SEYS G.P.A. ≥ 3.0. See full policy about grades on SharePoint in the Probation folder.
b) Portfolio Policy:  If you received less than a B on your portfolio, you will be placed on probation.  If you receive less than a B on two consecutive portfolios, you will not receive tuition scholarship for the following semester, regardless of your GPA.  If you are on double probation (probation because of your grades and because of your portfolio) in one semester, you will not receive tuition scholarship for the following semester.
c) Attendance Policy:  Students who have 3 unexcused absences from one TIME 2000 class    
will be IMMEDIATELY placed on probation.  Students who have 5 unexcused absences from one TIME 2000 class will IMMEDIATELY lose their scholarship.  Students who have 7 unexcused absences will be IMMEDIATELY and PERMANENTLY dropped from the program. 
d) Cell phone policy:  It is inappropriate and disrespectful to use your cell phone in class.  
Phones should be turned off or silenced during class. Texting, calling, or surfing the web is NOT allowed without the expressed consent of the instructor.
