Using a Portfolio to Document How You Engage in Self-Assessment and Reflection
Over the Course of Your College Career

RATIONALE
Portfolios can be used for many purposes, some more practical than others.  For example, you may want to use it for professional purposes.  Today, it is not unusual to be asked for a portfolio when you apply for a teaching position.  Furthermore, portfolios are required for National Board Certification. Or, you may want to use it for personal use, as a means of documenting your professional growth and collecting the best pieces of your work for future reference. 
Over the course of your stay at Queens College you have taken many courses.  Each of these courses, as well as the experiences you encounter along the way, contribute to your knowledge, beliefs, and goals with regard to mathematics teaching.  Since we know that these factors are the main contributors to your development and success as a mathematics teacher, we would like you to begin to think about them throughout your college career.  Towards that end, we are requiring a yearly portfolio that changes and grows with you as you progress through the program.

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS

The portfolio must address each question in the order it is given below. If you include supportive documents then put them in the section in which you are referring to them. Supportive documents are optional (but recommended).  Only include those that have deep meaning to you and will help you support your response to the related question. But, please do not include copies of exam papers, only pieces that will be of use to you as a future teacher.  You should post your entire portfolio as one continuous document in pdf format. Please stick to a maximum of 12 pages, not including your supportive documents. 

QUESTIONS
1. Looking Back (answer only a or b depending on what year of study you are in).
a. For students first starting in TIME 2000: When you completed high school and started in the TIME 2000 program, how would you have described a high-quality mathematics teacher?  That is, in your opinion, at the time, what would you have said are the characteristics of an excellent mathematics teacher?

b. For students who are writing their second or third portfolio:  What is your current description of a high-quality mathematics teacher?  That is, in your opinion, what are the characteristics of an excellent mathematics teacher?  Has your opinion changed from last year?  If so, how?  

2. Knowledge
How have your courses and experiences affected your knowledge of:
a. Mathematics? 
b. How you and other students learn mathematics?

3. Beliefs
How have your courses and experiences affected your beliefs about:
a. The nature of mathematics?
b. Yourself as a student of mathematics?
c. The role of the mathematics teacher? 
4. Goals
How have your courses and experiences affected your goals with regard to:
a. What type of teacher you want to be?
b. What you want your students to learn?
c. Discuss how your experiences with remote learning in all of your courses have affected your goals with regard to the type of teacher you want to be and what you want your students to learn.                              

5. Reflecting on Changes
This question is for those of you who have written previous TIME 2000 portfolios. Review your responses to your previous portfolio(s) and respond to the following questions:
a. How has your knowledge of mathematics and how you and other students learned mathematics changed since your previous year(s)? To what might you attribute any changes you have noted?
b. How have your beliefs about mathematics and yourself as a student of mathematics and your perception of the role of a mathematics teacher changed since your previous year (s)? To what might you attribute any changes you have noted?
c. How have your goals for your students and the type of teacher you want to be changed since your previous year(s)? To what might you attribute any changes you have noted?
